On April 21, 2011, at approximately 12:31 p.m., officers responded to Rancho Middle School,
located at 1915 Yellowstone Avenue, regarding a report of a person possibly with a gun on campus.
School administrators immediately enacted a “lockdown” as a precautionary measure. Officers arrived
and located the suspicious person, later identified as Santino Michael Carucci, in the main office, who
was determined to be a relative of a student. The officers conducted a search of the area but did not locate
a firearm. A search of Carucci’s vehicle revealed a large knife, which is illegal to possess on school
grounds.

Santino Carucci was booked into the Santa Clara County Main Jail for being in possession of a
weapon on school grounds.
