Officers were on scene within two minutes
and located Jaspinder Singh inside a stolen 1999 Porsche Carrera parked in front of the residence
he had just burglarized. The vehicle was previously reported stolen from Santa Cruz. Officers.
arrested Singh without incident and located stolen property within the car that had been taken
from the victim’s home. The residents were home asleep in their upstairs bedroom and did not
realize Singh had broken into the downstairs portion of their house. After further investigation, it
was determined that Singh was responsible for the attempted burglary of another home on El
Camino Higuera on 9/15/13 and the burglary of two homes on Carson Way on 9/18/13 and
9/19/13.

Singh was booked into the county jail for the following charges: burglary, possession of stolen
property, and auto theft. Charges were filed with the Santa Clara County District Attorney’s
