Auto Theft Suspects Arrested

SUSPECT #1: Alonzo Hill, 34year-old male, Oakland resident. 

SUSPECT #2: Jason Carter, 32 year-old male, Oakland resident. 

SUSPECT VEHICLE: 2015 Black Audi SQ5.  

 

On July 16, 2015, at approximately 8:38 a.m., an alert citizen observed two suspicious persons looking into 
vehicles in the parking lot of Denny’s located at 333 S. Abbott Ave. Moments later the subjects drove away 
in a 2015 Audi SQ5 and parked at the 76 Gas Station located at 97 S. Abbott Ave. Officers arrived on scene 
and detained both occupants of the Audi. 
 
A computer check of the vehicle revealed it to be stolen out of the City of San Jose. A search of the 
occupants and vehicle yielded a small quantity of marijuana and burglary tools.    
    
The driver was identified Alonzo Hill, a 34 year-old resident of Oakland. The front passenger was identified 
as Jason Carter, a 32 year-old resident of Oakland.  Hill was booked into jail for auto theft, possession of 
burglary tools, possession of stolen property and prowling. Carter was booked into jail for auto theft, 
possession of burglary tools, prowling, providing false information to a peace officer and an outstanding 
felony warrant for auto theft.
