 Suspect Arrested For Resisting Arrest, Weapons Violation and Possession of Stolen Property

On July 21, 2015, at approximately 02:41 A.M., a Milpitas Police Officer was in the area of Roger Street 

and Curtner Drive and saw a female subject, later identified as Selina Marie Calyen, riding on a bicycle.  

The officer attempted to conduct a traffic stop on Calyen for a traffic violation and she fled from the officer.  

When officers caught up to Calyen, she resisted their efforts to take her into custody and they noticed she 

was wearing a ballistic vest.  Officers were able to take Calyen into custody without any further incident.    

During the course of the investigation, officers searched Calyen and located two loaded pistol magazines, 

handcuffs, a collapsible baton, burglary tools and drug paraphernalia.  Calyen also displayed signs of being 

under the influence of a controlled substance.  It was later determined the items were taken during an auto 

burglary in Milpitas.   

Selina Marie Calyen was booked into the Santa Clara County Jail for resisting arrest, possession of stolen 

property, possession of burglary tools, possession of an illegal weapon, being under the influence of a 

controlled substance and possession of drug paraphernalia
