A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MILPITAS GRANTING INITIAL 
ACCEPTANCE AND AUTHORIZING REDUCTION IN PENAL SUM OF SUBDIVISION 

IMPROVEMENT BOND FOR TRACT NO. 9773, LOT 2 (CENTRIA EAST) 
 

 WHEREAS, on June 26, 2006, the City Council of the City of Milpitas entered into a Subdivision 
Improvement Agreement with Western Pacific Housing, Inc., a Delaware corporation, subdivider, for the 
construction of certain public improvements for the Centria Condominium Project, Tract No. 9773; and 
 

WHEREAS, said subdivider, due to financial difficulties had to split the project into two lots commonly 
known as Centria East (Lot 2) and Centria West (Lot 1) and sell the Centria West (Lot 1) to Lyon Milpitas, LLC, 
a Delaware limited liability company; and 
 

WHEREAS, now the subdivision improvement plans and bonds for Centria Condominiums have been 
divided and clearly delineated as Centria “East” or Centria “West”, and the improvements for Centria East have 
been completed by Western Pacific Housing and a separate Subdivision Improvement Agreement executed with 
Lyon Milpitas, LLC for Centria West; and 
 
 WHEREAS, Western Pacific Housing, Inc., as principal, and American Home Assurance Company, 
bond 295069, as surety, executed a certain faithful performance bond conditioned upon the faithful performance 
of the provisions of said subdivision agreement and upon the faithful performance of all improvement work 
required thereunder; and 
 
 WHEREAS, said subdivision improvements for Centria East have been completed, but the June 6, 2006, 
Subdivision Improvement Agreement between the City of Milpitas and Western Pacific Housing provides that the 
bond shall extend for a period of one year after the date of said acceptance of said subdivision improvements to 
cover the warranty period of said improvements under said agreement; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the City Council is willing to consent to a reduction in the penal sum of said bond during 
said one-year period; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the City Engineer of the City of Milpitas has made a final inspection of said improvements 
for Centria East and recommends that the City Council of the City of Milpitas accept the same as constructed in 
accordance with the approved plans and specifications. 
 
 NOW, THEREFORE, the City Council hereby finds, determines, and resolves as follows:  
 

1. The City Council has considered the full record before it, which may include but is not limited to 
such things as the staff report, testimony by staff and the public, and other materials and evidence 
submitted or provided to it. Furthermore, the recitals set forth above are found to be true and 
correct and are incorporated herein by reference.  

 
2.  Those certain subdivision improvements installed in Tract No. 9773, Lot 2, Centria East 

Condominiums, Project No. 3178, are hereby accepted as constructed in accordance with the 
approved plans and Specifications upon recommendation of the City Engineer of the City of 
Milpitas. 

 
3. The penal sum of that certain faithful performance bond furnished by the above-named 

subdivider, as principal, and the above-named surety in connection with that certain Subdivision 
Improvement Agreement for the above-designated subdivision, may be reduced to the sum of 
$33,750.00, upon request of said principal and surety, said penal sum as reduced to apply from 
the date of completion and acceptance of said improvements and to extend for the balance of the 
term of said bond. 
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4. Nothing herein contained shall in any way be deemed to be a waiver, release or relinquish by City 
of any obligations imposed upon the subdivider or his surety, or sureties, by law or by the above-
referenced Subdivision Improvement Agreement, save and except as expressly set forth herein.

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MILPITAS APPROVING AND 
AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTION OF A SUBDIVISION AGREEMENT FOR TRACT NO. 

9773, LOT 1 (CENTRIA WEST), PROJECT NO. 2568 
 
 WHEREAS, the City Council on June 6, 2006, entered into a Subdivision Improvement Agreement with Western 
Pacific Housing, Inc., for the construction of certain public improvements associated with the Centria Condominium 
project, located on Great Mall Parkway and Capitol Ave. between South Main Street and South Abel Street in Milpitas, 
California; and 
 

WHEREAS, subsequently, Western Pacific Housing, Inc., split the Centria Condominium project and sold the 
Centria West (Lot 1) portion of the project to Lyon Milpitas, LLC, a Delaware limited liability company, thereby 
conveying to Lyon Milpitas, LLC certain rights and responsibilities thereto, including the obligation to provide public 
improvements, as to Lot 1.  Western Pacific Housing, Inc. retained its obligations to construct improvements related to the 
Centria East (Lot 2) project; and 

 
WHEREAS, on September 16, 2008, Lyon Milpitas, LLC also executed an Owner Participation Agreement with 

the Redevelopment Agency of the City of Milpitas which transferred certain rights and responsibilities as to the 
redevelopment and provision of affordable housing in the Centria West (Lot 1) portion of the project formerly held by 
Western Pacific Housing, Inc; and 

 
 WHEREAS, the City and Lyon Milpitas, LLC now wish to further memorialize and set forth the scope of Lyon 
Milpitas, LLC’s acceptance of only those subdivision improvement obligations associated with the Centria West (Lot 1) 
project and the termination of Western Pacific Housing’s obligations as to such Lot 1-related improvements. 
 
 NOW, THEREFORE, the City Council of the City of Milpitas hereby finds, determines, and resolves, as 
follows: 
 

1. The City Council has duly considered the full record before it, which may include but is not limited to such 
things as the City staff report, testimony by staff and the public, and other materials and evidence submitted 
or provided to the City Council. Furthermore, the recitals set forth above are found to be true and correct and 
are incorporated herein by reference. 

 
2. The City Manager is authorized to execute the Subdivision Improvement Agreement between the City of 

Milpitas and Lyon Milpitas, LLC, attached to this Resolution as Exhibit A, subject to approval as to form by 
the City Attorney.  The exact scope and nature of the improvements related to the Centria West (Lot 1) 
project are set forth in greater detail in said Subdivision Improvement Agreement and the sheets and 
specifications referenced therein.  Provided, however, that nothing contained herein shall in any way be 
deemed to be a waiver, release or relinquish by City of any obligations imposed upon Western Pacific 
Housing, Inc., as to those subdivision improvements related to Centria East (Lot 2), which are set forth in the 
plans and specifications filed in the office of the City Engineer.

SUBDIVISION IMPROVEMENT AGREEMENT 
 
 
 
 THIS AGREEMENT, executed this ______ day of __________, 2009, at Milpitas, California, by and between 
the CITY OF MILPITAS, a municipal corporation of the State of California, (hereafter referred to as “City”) and Lyon 
Milpitas, LLC, a Delaware limited liability company 
 
(hereafter referred to as “SUBDIVIDER”): 
 

R E C I T A L S
 

A. The City Council on June 6, 2006 entered into a Subdivision Improvement Agreement with Western Pacific 
Housing, Inc., Subdivider, for the construction of certain public improvements for the Centria (East & West) 
Condominiums.  Due to financial difficulties, the Subdivider was only able to finish the improvements for the 
Centria East (Lot 2) and had to sell the Centria West (Lot 1) to Lyon Milpitas, LLC, a Delaware limited liability 
company.  Lyon Milpitas, LLC, herein, is taking the responsibility to complete all the remaining improvements 
not completed by Western Pacific Housing, Inc.   

B. Pursuant to the terms of this agreement, Lyon Milpitas, LLC, SUBDIVIDER, shall complete all remaining 
improvements associated with the Centria West. 

C. SUBDIVIDER is amenable to completing the Additional Work provided that the City reimburses the developer 
for such costs. 

 
 NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants terms and conditions herein contained, and for 

other valuable consideration, the receipt of which is hereby acknowledged, the parties do hereby agree as follows: 
 

1. SUBDIVIDER agrees that it will construct at its sole cost and expense, all those certain improvements 
listed in the Improvement Plan No. 2-1046, Centria West, including relocating the existing blow 
off/air release valve vault within the existing ramp at the southeast corner of S. Abel Street and 
Centria West Entrance, consisting of 51 sheets and specifications approved by said City Council on  
   , including setting survey monuments and identified by Project/Agency Fund Account 
No. 2568 (hereby referred to and made a part hereof the same as if set forth at length herein). 

 
2. SUBDIVIDER agrees to submit plans and specifications to construct at its sole cost and expense for 

the new public park parcel as described in Grant Deed Recorder’s Serial No. 20167671, recorded 
March 13, 2009 (APN No. 086-12-010).  The public park improvements shall be constructed 
prior to the time of issuance of building certificate of occupancy of the last building or as 
directed by the City’s Planning Director and City Engineer.  The new public park 
improvements shall be dedicated to the City along with all other related public 
improvements for Centria West.  

 
3. SUBDIVIDER agrees to pay additional connection fees (sewer, storm and water), if the numbers of 

units exceed 327. 



 
 
      4.   No improvement work shall be undertaken by SUBDIVIDER until all plans and specifications have been 

submitted to the City Engineer and have been approved by him in writing nor shall any change be made 
in said plans and specifications or in the work of improvement to be done under them without the prior 
written approval of CITY. 

 
      5.   SUBDIVIDER agrees that said improvements will be constructed under and subject to the inspection of 

and to the satisfaction of the City Engineer. 
 
      6.   SUBDIVIDER agrees that it will construct said improvements in accordance with the requirements set 

forth in said “Improvement Plans and Specifications” referred to above, all applicable ordinances, 
resolutions and orders of CITY enacted or adopted by said City Council as amended or revised as of the 
date hereof, and governing statutes of the State of California or of the United States of America. 

 
       7.  All said improvements shall be completed and ready for final inspection by the City Engineer within 24 

months of the date of execution of this Agreement or prior to City issuance of Occupancy Permit Final 
inspection of the last residential building, whichever occurs first.  If SUBDIVIDER shall fail to complete 
the work required by this Agreement within same time, CITY may, at its option, and after giving ten (10) 
days written notice thereof to SUBDIVIDER, complete the same and recover the full cost and expense 
thereof from SUBDIVIDER. 

 
       8.  Upon the execution of this Agreement, SUBDIVIDER shall file and submit security to CITY as obligee in 

the penal sum of Six hundred sixty two thousand five hundred dollars ($662,500.00), conditioned 
upon the full and faithful performance of each of the terms, covenants, and conditions of this Agreement 
and conditioned upon the full and faithful performance of any and all improvement work required 
hereunder. 

 
       9.   In the event that SUBDIVIDER fails to perform any obligation on its part to be performed hereunder, 

SUBDIVIDER agrees to pay all costs and expenses incurred by CITY in securing performance of such 
obligation, and if suit be brought by CITY to enforce this Agreement, SUBDIVIDER, agrees to pay costs 
of suit and reasonable attorney’s fees to be fixed by the Court. 

 
    10.   Upon the execution of this Agreement, SUBDIVIDER shall file and submit security to CITY, as obligee, 

in the penal sum of Six hundred sixty two thousand five hundred dollars ($662,500.00), inuring to the 
benefit of any contractor, his subcontractors and to persons renting equipment or furnishing labor or 
materials to them for the cost of labor and materials furnished in connection with any and all 
improvement work required hereunder. 

 
     11.  SUBDIVIDER agrees to pay all costs for labor or materials in connection with the work of improvement 

hereunder. 
 
     12.  Any faithful performance security required hereunder shall be reduced to 10% of the security’s original 

value for one year after the date of final completion and initial acceptance of said work to fulfill the one-
year maintenance guarantee period for said improvements. 

 
     13.  Prior to commencing any work, SUBDIVIDER, agrees to obtain an Encroachment Permit from the 

Engineering Division and at SUBDIVIDER’s expense, provide CITY with a duplicate public general 
liability and automobile liability insurance policy with endorsements showing the CITY as additional 
insured which insures CITY, its officers and employees against liability for injuries to persons or property 
(with minimum coverage of $1000,000 for each person and $1,000,000 for each occurrence and 
$1000,000 for property damage for each occurrence) in connection with work performed by, for or on 
behalf of SUBDIVIDER.  Said Policy shall:  (a) be issued by an insurance company authorized to transact 
business in the State of California; (b) be written on the Standard California Comprehensive General 
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Liability Policy Form which includes, but not limited to property damage, and bodily injury; (c) be 
written on an occurrence basis; (d) require thirty (30) days prior written notice to CITY of cancellation or 
coverage reduction; (e) provide that it is full primary coverage so that if said CITY, its officers and 
employees have other insurance covered by said policy, said other insurance shall be excess insurance; (f) 
provide that said CITY; its officers and employees shall not be precluded from claim against other insured 
parties thereunder; (g) be maintained in effect until final acceptance of SUBDIVIDER’s improvements.  
If SUBDIVIDER does not comply with the provisions of this paragraph, City may (at its election and in 
addition to other legal remedies) take out the necessary insurance, and SUBDIVIDER shall forthwith 
repay City the premium therefor. 

 
14. SUBDIVIDER agrees that any general contractor engaged by the SUBDIVIDER for any work of 

improvement under this Agreement will have: 
 

a) In full force and effect, a Worker’s Compensation Insurance as shown by a Certificate of 
Worker’s Compensation Insurance issued by an admitted insurer.  Said Certificate shall state that 
there is in existence a valid policy of Worker’s Compensation Insurance in a form approved by 
the California Insurance Commissioner.  The certificate shall show the expiration date of the 
policy, that the full deposit premium on the policy has been paid and that the insurer will give 
CITY at least thirty (30) days prior written notice of the cancellation or coverage reduction of the 
policy. 

or 
 
b) In full force and effect, a Certificate of Consent to Self-Insure issued by the Director of Industrial 

Relations and certified by him to be current, together with a Declaration under penalty of perjury 
in a form satisfactory to the City Attorney that said Certificate is in full force and effect and that 
the SUBDIVIDER or its general contractor shall immediately notify the CITY in writing in the 
event of its cancellation or coverage reduction at any time prior to the completion of all work of 
improvement. 

 
15. SUBDIVIDER agrees to indemnify and save harmless CITY, City Council, City Engineer or any other 

officer or employee of CITY from any and all costs, expenses, claims, liabilities or damages, known or 
unknown, to persons or property heretofore or hereafter arising out of or in any way connected with the 
act, omission or negligence of SUBDIVIDER, its officers, agents, employees, contractors or 
subcontractors or any officer, agent or employee thereof. 

 
16. SUBDIVIDER agrees to comply with all special conditions and notes of approval for this development, 

pay all fees, and costs and expenses incurred by CITY in connection with said subdivision (including, but 
not limited to:  office check of maps and improvement plans, field checking, staking and inspection of 
street monuments, construction water, wet taps, testing and inspection of improvement).  SUBDIVIDER 
shall maintain Project/Private Job Account No. 2568 for this purpose with additional deposits as 
required by CITY.

17.      Upon completion of the work and before City Initial Acceptance of the work thereof, SUBDIVIDER shall 
provide the City a complete original mylar of “Record Drawing” showing all the changes from the 
original plan.  

 
18. Upon completion of the work, and before City Council final acceptance thereof, SUBDIVIDER shall be 

billed for and pay the outstanding balance of the project's private job account or shall be refunded the 
difference between the amount of City costs and expenses in each instance and the amount of said 
remittance. 

 
19. Any easement or right-of-way necessary for the completion of any of the improvements required of 

SUBDIVIDER shall be acquired by SUBDIVIDER at its sole cost and expense.  In the event that eminent 
domain proceedings are necessary for the acquisition of any easement or right-of-way, SUBDIVIDER 
agrees that he will pay all engineering fees and costs, legal fees and costs, and other incidental costs 
sustained by CITY in connection with said eminent domain proceedings and any condemnation award 
and damages (including all costs awarded in said eminent domain proceedings).  SUBDIVIDER further 
agrees that prior to the institution of any eminent domain proceedings and upon ten (10) days written 
notice from CITY.  SUBDIVIDER will deposit such sums as are determined by City Council to be 
necessary to defray said fees, costs, awards, and damages. 

 
20.      City will accept on behalf of the public, the dedication of the streets, and easements offered for    

dedication, and will supply water for sale to and within said subdivision, provided however, that as a   
condition precedent to said initial acceptance and to supplying water, SUBDIVIDER shall perform the  

            covenants, terms and conditions of this Agreement. 
 
21.       SUBDIVIDER hereby irrevocably offers to convey title of the water and sanitary sewer mains and lines,  

and appurtenances constructed in or for said subdivision to CITY.  Upon final acceptance of said  
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improvements by CITY, said title will be deemed to be accepted by CITY in the event that title has not  
previously passed to CITY by operation by law. 

 
22.       SUBDIVIDER agrees to comply with all requirements set forth on Exhibit “A” (attached hereto, hereby  

referred to and made a part hereof). 
 

23.       This Agreement shall be deemed to include any final conditions imposed by CITY upon the approval of  
the tentative and final maps related to public improvements of said subdivision. 
 

24.       SUBDIVIDER agrees that, upon ten (10) days written notice from CITY, it will immediately remedy,  
restore, repair or replace, at its sole expense and to the satisfaction of City Engineer, all defects, damages 
or imperfections due to or arising from faulty materials or workmanship appearing within a period of one-
year after the date of initial acceptance of all said improvements.  If SUBDIVIDER shall fail to remedy, 
restore, repair, or replace said defects, damages or imperfections as herein required, CITY may at its 
option, do so and recover the full cost and expense thereof from SUBDIVIDER. 

 
25.       This Agreement shall bind the heirs, administrators, executors, successors, assigns and transferees of  
             SUBDIVIDER.  It is agreed and understood that the covenants in this Agreement shall run with the land   
             and are for the benefit of the other lands in the CITY OF MILPITAS, and are made by SUBDIVIDER  
             expressly, its heirs, administrators, executors, successors, assigns and transferees and to the CITY, its  
             successors and assigns. 

 
26.      Nothing contained in this Agreement shall be construed to be a waiver, release or extension of any  
            provision heretofore required by ordinance, resolution or order of the City Council of the CITY. 

 
27.     Time shall be of the essence of this Agreement.  All covenants herein contained shall be deemed to be   
           conditions.  The singular shall include the plural; the masculine gender shall include the feminine and   
           neuter gender.  All comments presented by SUBDIVIDER hereunder shall be subject to approval of the  
           City Attorney as to form.

 WHEREAS, the Principal has entered into a contract with the City of Milpitas to perform the following work, to 
wit: Public Improvement for Centria West Condominiums as on shown on Improvement Plans 2-1046.
 
 WHEREAS, said contract (and any City approved plans and specifications in connection therewith) is hereby 
referred to and made a part hereof, with like force an effect as it herein at length set forth: 
 
 NOW, THEREFORE, we the Principal and       , as surety, are held and 
firmly bound unto the City of Milpitas, California, in the penal sum of Six hundred sixty two thousand five hundred 
dollars  ($662,500.00), lawful money of the United States, for the payment of which sum well and truly to be made, we 
bind ourselves, our heirs, successors, executors and administrators, jointly and severally, firmly by these presents. 
 
 The condition of this obligation is such that if the above bonded principal, it heirs, executors, administrators, 
successors or assigns, shall well and truly keep and perform the covenants, conditions, and provisions in said agreement 
and any alteration thereof on his or their part, to be kept and performed, at the time and in the manner therein specified, 
and shall indemnify and save harmless the City of Milpitas, its officers, agents and employees as therein stipulated, then 
this obligation shall become null and void; otherwise it shall be and remain in full force and effect. 
 
 As part of the obligation secured hereby and in addition to the face amount specified therefor, there shall be 
included costs and reasonable expenses and fees, including reasonable attorney’s fees, incurred by City in successfully 
enforcing such obligation, all to be taxed as costs and included in any judgment rendered. 
 
 The surety hereby stipulates and agrees that no change, extension of time, alteration or addition to the terms of the 
agreement or to the work to be performed thereunder or the specifications accompanying the same shall in any way affect 
its obligations on this bond, and it does hereby waive notice of any such change, extension of time, alteration or addition.
