    1.  Hold a Public Hearing and Adopt a Resolution Approving the Tentative Map and 
Conditional Use Permit for the McCandless Mixed Use Project  (Staff Contact:  Sheldon Ah

Background:  This item considers the tentative map and conditional use permit to accommodate 
the phased development of 1,328 dwelling units in two mixed use and five residential buildings 
on 23 acres.  The project also includes improvements to existing adjacent roads and the 
construction of a new local street; the completion of an urban plaza and public trail along 
Penitencia Creek.  Within the two mixed use buildings, a total of 92,000 square feet of 
commercial is required, which will include a grocery store.  No architectural review is considered 
as a part of this request and it is expected that with each phase, specific architectural will be 
reviewed.  The City Council approved an Owner Participation Agreement for the project on 
August 3.

Background:  The City and Redevelopment Agency were sued by the County of Santa Clara.  
The suit challenges recent Redevelopment Plan amendments.  Association of Counsel is for 
purposes of assisting the City Attorney and General Counsel Offices in defending the lawsuit.    
 
Fiscal Impact:  Appropriation of $150,000 from Redevelopment Unreserved Undesignated Fund 
Balance. 
 
Recommendation:  Approve a contract with Murphy and Associates in an amount not to exceed 
$150,000, and approve appropriation to the City Attorney’s department budget from the 
Redevelopment Unreserved Undesignated Fund Balance in that amount. 

 
*RA5. Adopt a Resolution Authorizing Release of the Resale Restriction Agreement for One 

Moderate-Income Affordable Housing Unit (Staff Contact: Felix Reliford, 586-3071) 
 

Background: The City has received notification from property owners who would like to sell 
their moderate-income affordable unit within the Centria development.  The Resale Restriction 
Agreement provides the Redevelopment Agency with the option to purchase the affordable unit 
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within 90 days of receiving notice or exercise its right not to purchase the unit.  Moderate income 
prices are still very similar to market rate home prices, which provides very little incentive to 
moderate-income home buyers to purchase a deed restricted unit.  Therefore, staff recommends 
releasing the restrictions of this unit since the loss of one unit will not significantly negatively 
affect the affordable housing inventory in the redevelopment area.   

 
Fiscal Impact: None. 
 
Recommendation: Adopt a Resolution authorizing the release of the Resale Restriction 
Agreement for one moderate-income affordable unit, identified in the resolution.

 3. Report of Councilmember Gomez Regarding Re-use of the City’s Sal Cracolice Building 

(Contact: Councilmember Gomez, 586-3031) 
 

Background:  Mr. Gomez requested this item to be brought before the full City Council for 
discussion and direction. He offers the specific recommendations noted below.  

 
Recommendations:    
1. Affirm that the City’s Sal Cracolice Building shall remain under City control and 

operation with the focus of serving the families of the surrounding communities. 
2. Direct staff to conduct outreach to the neighboring community regarding community needs 

for City Council consideration into the use of the Sal Cracolice building. 
3. Direct staff to report back on improvement needs of the Sal Cracolice building and a potential

* 4. Approve Financial Assistance in the Amount of $2,500 for the Milpitas Library Essay 

Writing Contest and the Related Budget Form (Staff Contact: Emma Karlen, 586-3125) 
 

Background:  The Library Advisory Commission has requested through the Finance 
Subcommittee financial assistance of $2,500 from the City for an essay writing contest.  This is a 
special project of the Commission in cooperation with the Milpitas Community Library to 
promote awareness on the importance of the library and literacy in general. It is anticipated that 
the financial assistance will be used to provide cash prizes and consolation prizes for the top three 
winners.  If the City Council approves this request, staff recommends that in lieu of using the 
Council’s community promotion budget, the financial assistance can be funded by the 2% 
Transient Occupancy Tax (TOT) Library Fund. 
 
Fiscal Impact:  There is sufficient funding available in the 2% TOT Library Fund for this 
request. 
 
Recommendation:  Approve financial assistance in the amount of $2,500 for the Milpitas 
Library essay writing contest and the related budget change form. 

 
* 5. Approve Fee Waiver and In-Kind Donation of Equipment and Staffing for Milpitas Parks 

and Recreation Foundation’s Third Annual “Festival of Trees” Gala Fundraiser at City 
Hall Rotunda on December 9, 2010 (Staff Contact: Rosana Cacao, 586-3207) 

 
Background:  Last year, the Milpitas Parks and Recreation Foundation held its second Gala 
Fundraiser on December 4, 2009 in the City Hall Rotunda. Over 175 people from the Milpitas 
business community as well as City and County dignitaries attended in support of the Foundation 
and to help raise money to fund a scholarship program for all community members who wish to 
participate in recreation programs. The 2009 Festival of Trees raised over $6,100.  
 
The Milpitas Parks and Recreation Foundation was initially formed by members of the Milpitas 
Parks, Recreation and Cultural Resources Commission in response to the need of an organization 
that would be able to benefit the citizens of Milpitas through scholarships, fundraisers and grants.  
The 2010 Festival of Trees will again feature beautifully decorated holiday trees by our local 
businesses and/or service groups, located in the City Hall Rotunda.  This year’s event will be a 
silent auction. 

 
Fiscal Impact:  The Milpitas Parks and Recreation Foundation is requesting that the City 
Council approve the waiver and donation of the facility for a total of $1,506.25. 
 
Costs associated are in accordance with the City of Milpitas’ fee structure for non-profit 501c(3) 
organizations. Fees to be waived are as follows:

* 6. Receive Report on the Insurance Settlement Agreement for the Damages to Wrigley Ford 

Pump Station Fuel Tank, Private Job No. 2570 (Staff Contact: Fernando Bravo, 586-3328) 
 

Background:  On May 18, 2009, the Wrigley Ford pump station fuel tank was damaged by JF 
Creamer & Sons, Inc. (Creamer), during the relocation of the Verizon/MCI Communications 
Services, Inc. (MCI) conduit and fiber optic cable utilities. This work was being performed as 
part of the utility relocation plan for the Valley Transportation Authority/Bay Area Rapid Transit 
Project. VTA contracted with MCI by entering into a cost reimbursement cooperative agreement 
for the relocation efforts. MCI subcontracted with Creamer to complete this work. 
 
On May 18, 2009, the City of Milpitas staff filed a claim with Creamer’s insurance company 
(GBTA Insurance) for the damages to the fuel tank damages, and tendered to MCI, VTA, and 
Creamer. This report is being brought forward to Council as an informational item to report that a 
settlement with the insurance company MCI, VTA, and Creamer has been reached and is being 
executed for payment. Furthermore, VTA will be undertaking the replacement of the underground 
fuel tank with an above ground new fuel tank, using an existing contract – C210 Freight Rail 
Relocation Project. VTA has issued a contract change order to perform this work with its 
contractor Gordon N. Ball and the work is currently underway.  

 
Fiscal Impact:   None. 
 
Recommendation:  Receive report on the insurance settlement agreement for damages to the 
Wrigley Ford Pump Station Tank, Private Job No. 2570.

Background:  On August 17, 2010, the City Council introduced Ordinances No. 38.788 and No. 
38.796. Ordinance No. 38.788 integrates the Sign ordinance into the Zoning code and includes 
new provisions for off-site advertising displays. Ordinance No. 38.796 approves a Development 
Agreement with Milpitas Auto Properties, LLC for the construction of an off-site advertising 
display at 950 Thompson Street.  Ordinances remain unchanged and are now ready for adoption.  
 
Recommendation:  Waive the second readings and adopt Ordinances No. 38.788 and No. 
38.796. 

 
* 8. Waive Second Reading and Adopt Ordinance No. 274.1 Amending Milpitas Municipal Code 

Provisions Relating to Certain Public Nuisances and Their Abatement (Staff Contact: 
Bryan Otake, 586-3040) 

 
Background: On August 17, 2010, the City Council introduced Ordinance No. 274.1, which 
revises current Municipal Code provisions and declares the nonpayment of certain City services 
and fees to be a public nuisance.  In addition to existing debt collection procedures, the proposed 
ordinance would allow City staff to place property liens on real property owned by persons or 
companies that fail to pay for obligations arising from property use and ownership. No changes 
have been made to the ordinance since its first reading. 
 
Recommendation:  Waive the second reading and adopt Ordinance No. 274.1 amending the 
Municipal Code provisions relating to certain public nuisances and their abatement.

  * 9. Adopt a Resolution Granting Final Acceptance of the Minor Storm Drain at Country Club 

Drive, Project No. 3700 (Staff Contact: Steve Erickson, 586-3301) 
 

Background:  This project was initially accepted on August 18, 2009 and has passed the one-
year warranty period.  A final inspection of the installed public improvements has been made, and 
the work was found to be satisfactory.  The project installed storm drain improvements along 
Country Club Drive between Camarillo Court and Calaveras Ridge Drive. 
 
Staff recommends the Council grant final project acceptance of the Minor Storm Drain at Country 
Club Drive, Project No. 3700, and release of the contractor’s bond. 
 
Fiscal Impact:   None. 
 
Recommendation:  Adopt a resolution granting final acceptance of the Minor Storm Drain at 
Country Club Drive, Project No. 3700, and release of the contractor’s bond. 

 
  *10.  Adopt a Resolution Granting Initial Acceptance of and Reducing Performance Bond for the 

Alviso Adobe Renovation -  Phase III, Project No. 5055  (Staff Contact: Steve Erickson, 586-
3301) 

 
Background:  The Council awarded the Alviso Adobe Renovation, Phase III to CRW Industries 
Incorporated on October 6, 2009.  The project provides the structural stabilization and 
reconstruction of the exterior finishes of the Alviso Adobe, restoring it to its original 1920’s 
appearance.  The project was successfully completed on-time and under budget, and staff 
recommends the Council adopt a resolution granting initial acceptance of the project and 
authorize the reduction of the contractor’s faithful performance bond to $57,156, which is 10% of 
the final contract value.   
 
Fiscal Impact:  None. 
 
Recommendation:  Adopt a resolution granting initial acceptance of the Alviso Adobe 
Renovation Phase III, Project No. 5055, subject to a one year warranty period and reduction of 
the faithful performance bond to $57,156. 

 
  *11.  Adopt a Resolution Authorizing City Manager to Execute the Agreement Between the City 

and the California Highway Patrol for Joint Use of the Weapons Firing Range (Staff 
Contact: Steven Petrakovitz, 586-2531) 

 
Background: The Scott Creek weapons firing range has been jointly used by Milpitas Police 
Department and the California Highway Patrol for a number of years.  The City has an agreement 
to lease the range from the property owner and the City has subleased use of the facility to the 
California Highway Patrol on a bi-annual basis. The last agreement ended December 31, 2009.  
This current agreement is proposed as a three-year agreement, from January 1, 2010 through 
December 31, 2012.  The previous rent was $750 per month.  Under the terms of the new 
agreement, the California Highway Patrol will pay the City $1,000 per month for use of the 
facility. 
 
Fiscal Impact:  Receipt of $36,000, over three years, from CHP, to be used to reduce City lease 
expenses and pay for maintenance of range. 
 
Recommendation: Adopt a resolution authorizing the City Manager to execute an agreement 
with the California Highway Patrol for the use of the Weapons Firing Range.

Background:  The current janitorial contract expires on September 12, 2010.  The City of 
Milpitas went out to bid for a new contract, but will not be able to award the bid before the 
current contract expires. Therefore, the contract needs to be extended until September 30, which 
would allow City staff enough time to complete reference checks, interview the finalists and 
allow for a smooth transition to the new contract. 
 
Fiscal Impact:  None. Funds are available in the FY 2010-11 Facilities maintenance operating 
budget. 
 
Recommendation:  Authorize the City Manager to execute a contract extension to September 30, 
2010 with Empire Maintenance Services for the not-to-exceed amount of $13,433.80. 

 
* 13. Authorize the City Engineer to Execute a Contract Change Order with AME Contracting 

Co. and Approve Budget Appropriation for the Park Renovation 2009 “Pathways” Project 
No. 5089 (Staff Contact: Steve  Erickson, 586-3301) 

 
Background:  The City Council awarded this project to AME Contracting Company on June 15, 
2010.  The project provides for the repair and replacement of cracked and lifted sidewalks, 
walking pathways, and replacement of redwood header board in the Dixon Landing, Murphy, 
Pinewood, and Robert E. Browne Parks. The project is under construction and is on schedule. 
Staff now recommends increasing the scope of the project to include the replacement of 
additional damaged sidewalk and pathway sections within the Hidden Lake, Strickroth, and 
Robert E. Browne Parks.  Staff negotiated a change order with the contractor for this additional 
work, with a cost not to exceed $31,000, which is considered reasonable. Staff recommends the 
approval of this contract change order and the approval of a budget appropriation of $18,000 
from the Park Fund into the Park Renovation 2009 “Pathways” Project No. 5089 to cover the cost 
of the recommended change order. 
 
Fiscal Impact:  A budget appropriation of $18,000 into the Park Renovation 2009 “Pathways” 
Project No. 5089.  Sufficient funds are available in the Park Fund. 

 
Recommendations:   
1. Authorize the City Engineer to execute a contract change order with AME Contracting 

Company in the amount not to exceed $31,000.  
2. Approve a budget appropriation of $18,000 from Park Fund to the Park Renovation 2009 

“Pathways” Project, No. 5089. 
 
* 14. Authorize the City Manager to enter into an agreement with the Santa Clara County Office 

of Emergency Services to receive a Homeland Security Grant for Emergency Operation 
Center training (Staff Contact: Sean Simonson, 586-2810) 

  
Background:  The City of Milpitas will send four employees to the California Specialized 
Training Institute Earthquake class in San Luis Obispo later this month. At this course, students 
will learn the vital functions of the Emergency Operations Center and how to play a role in 
community resiliency. This course will be paid for through Homeland Security Grant funds 
managed by the Santa Clara County Office of Emergency Services.  The City of Milpitas will 
receive full reimbursement of funds from the Santa Clara County Office of Emergency Services 
upon successful completion of the course under the prescribed grant guidelines. 

 
Fiscal Impact:  If approved, this action would increase the Fire Department budget in the amount 
of $6,700 for the Homeland Security Grant funds. 
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Recommendations:   
1. Authorize the City Manager to enter into an agreement with the Santa Clara County Office of 

Emergency Services to receive the Homeland Security Grant for Emergency Operation 
Center training. 

2. Approve a budget appropriation for $6,700 to the Fire Department operating budget.

Background:  In accordance with section I-2-3.03 of the Municipal Code, Purchases of Twenty 
Thousand Dollars or More, Purchasing staff prepared the following requests over $20,000 for 
approval: 

 
1.) CRW Systems, Inc. - $28,500.00 for software migration and seven days of onsite training for 

45 staff members on eTRAKIT permitting/development software.  
2.) TriTech - $100,705.82 for annual renewal of software support for the 911 dispatch system.  
3.) Cayenta - $107,837.16 for annual renewal of software maintenance support for the Financial 

and Utility Billing systems.  
 

The City purchased proprietary software from all three companies listed above and these 
companies are the only source for the training, support and maintenance services. 
 
Fiscal Impact: None. Funds are available from the Information Services operating budget and 
the Utility Funds for Fiscal Year 2010-11 for the above services. 
 
Recommendation:  Approve payments to three software vendors: (1) CRW Systems Inc. (Permit 
systems) $28,500.00, (2) TriTech (Emergency Dispatch) $100,705.82, and (3) Cayenta (Finance
