PUBLIC FORUM Susan Newton, resident of San Jose, frequently attended the Rainbow Theatre program and it was 

quite valuable to all the young people participating. She urged City Council to maintain it, during 
the budget discussions.  

 
 Mark Newton, resident of San Jose, supported the Rainbow Theatre and requested continuing 

support. He felt an added benefit to the community happened when parents spend money when 
they come to Milpitas with the children who participated in the theatre. 

 
 Martha Brownlanden, a Milpitas resident, supported Rainbow Theatre and her children had been 

very involved in the program. She was happy to support many businesses in the City, too. She had 
a concern about the program being cut if that was considered.  She would support a cut of the 
DARE program over Rainbow Theatre. 

 
 Mayor Esteves inquired of the City Manager, when could the public come forward to address the 

City Council on budget concerns?  City Manager Tom Williams replied that the scheduled budget 
study session would be in May.  Finance Director Emma Karlen noted the date would be Tuesday, 
May 10.  The Mayor encouraged more public participation in the budget discussions. 

 
 Councilmember Giordano commented to parents who spoke:  two years ago, parents of the Tidal 

Waves program swimmers came forward then to express the need for a swim coach. It needed to 
have a cost neutral effect or cost recovery.  She encouraged the Rainbow Theatre parents to think 
about ways to do the same for the theater program.
