A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MILPITAS SUPPORTING A
STREET CLOSURE ON TECHNOLOGY DRIVE, MCCARTHY BOULEVARD, AND TASMAN

DRIVE FOR THE AMERICAN HEART AND STROKE EVENT ON OCTOBER 17, 2015
FROM 8:00 A.M. TO 2:00 P.M.

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Milpitas desires to support community events and
promote cardiovascular disease awareness in the City of Milpitas (“City”); and

WHEREAS, the American Heart and Stroke Association and KLA Tencor located at 1
Technology Drive in Milpitas are requesting to hold a 5K Walk and Festival to raise funds in support of
the research, education and advocacy efforts of the American Heart Association; and

WHEREAS, the 5K Walk and Festival are proposed on Saturday, October 17, 2015 between the
hours of 8:30 a.m. to 12:30 p.m. The proposed route for the 5K walk will take place along Technology
Drive, Tasman Drive, McCarthy Boulevard and both the east and west sides of the Coyote Creek Trail. A
Miracle Mile walk is also proposed along the public sidewalks on Technology Drive, S. McCarthy Blvd.,
SanDisk Drive, and Murphy Ranch Road. The Festival, including activities, food tents, vendors and
sponsor booths, will be held in the KLA Tencor parking lot located at 1 Technology Drive ; and

WHEREAS, the proposed walks and festival will require a temporary road closure on Tasman
Drive along the Coyote Creek frontage, S. McCarthy Blvd between SR-237 Off-ramp and Technology
Drive, and Technology Drive between McCarthy Blvd. and Murphy Ranch Road between the hours of
8:00 a.m. to 2:00 p.m., which include the set up and tear down time for traffic control devices. The City
has reviewed the Traffic Control Plan for the proposed street closures and the detouring plan associated
with the street closures with certain conditions placed on the street closure permit(s); and

WHEREAS, the temporary closure will cause the re-routing of traffic onto and over the
following City streets: Murphy Ranch Road, SanDisk Drive, and S. McCarthy Boulevard on Saturday,
October 17, 2015, between the hours of 8:00 a. m. to 2:00 p. m.

NOW, THEREFORE, the City Council of the City of Milpitas hereby finds, determines, and
resolves as follows:

1. The City Council has considered the full record before it, which may include but is not
limited to such things as the staff report, testimony by staff and the public, and other
materials and evidence submitted or provided to it. Furthermore, the recitals set forth
above are found to be true and correct and are incorporated herein by reference.

2. Subject to all required approvals and conditions by the City of Milpitas, the 5K walk
route designated below may be closed to all vehicle traffic, including bicycles on
Saturday, October 17, 2015 from 8:00 a. m. to 2:00 p. m.:

5K Route
• Technology Drive between Murphy Ranch Road and S. McCarthy Boulevard
• S. McCarthy Boulevard between Technology Drive and State Route 237 Off-ramp
• Tasman Drive between the east and west side of the Coyote Creek Trail.
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3. The City of Milpitas approves and consents to the proposed American Heart and Stroke
5K Walk and Festival and recommends approval of and consents to the proposed re-
routing of traffic onto and over the City streets described above upon terms and condition
deemed appropriate and necessary by the State of California, Department of
Transportation.

4. The American Heart and Stroke Association shall implement, at its sole cost and expense,
all traffic control devices and provide traffic control staffing as deemed necessary by City
for temporary street closure and temporary re-routing of vehicular and bicycle traffic in
conformance to the 2012 California Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices.
