Attractive Multifamily Units: This category focuses on mobile homes, apartments, and duplexes
etc.

Attractive Homeowners Association Residence: This category focuses on residential homes
that pay homeowners association dues.

Attractive Non-residential Property: This category focuses on non-residential properties.
Building a Sense of Community: This category focuses on how an organization, school, club,
group or person has created an environment that positively impacted the neighborhood.
