If your construction water uses indicate you only need a potable water meter, then you must fill
out: 1) this form and 2) Finance Temporary Permit for Purchase of Construction Water Form and
submit at Permit Counter for pre-approval. If you need both types of meters, you must fill out
separate forms for each. The meters are not interchangeable and the connection fittings of the
meters are not compatible.

Allow 1 week for processing of the pre-approval. Once approval is granted you will be notified
by City Staff and you will be required to come to the Permit Counter at City Hall to pay the
required deposit of $2000 (cash or check only). Once paid, the Finance Department will issue
the appropriate construction meter for the designated use(s). You may be asked to come back if
the appropriate construction meter is not available at the time. You must then call Rob Hill at
City Hall at (408) 829-3643 for truck inspection. If your truck passes inspection, the inspector
will give you the combination to the pad lock of the fill station.

Recycled water (RW) construction meter is intended for use with the City of Milpitas’ fill
station sites listed in the attachment. Any dedicated connection for your construction site
must have a fixed meter available to City at all times, subject to approval of your submitted
advance written documentation of location and connection detail. Only one RW
construction meter will be issued to the developer or general contractor of the dedicated
site (you can perform your own sub-metering of subcontractors yourself).

You must submit monthly reads of the meter to the City.

The new potable water construction meter will have a reduced pressure backflow
preventer permanently attached to it. The contractor shall install a support in the field
with its usage. The contractor is liable for any damages to the hydrant, construction meter
and backflow.

The initial deposit for the meter is not returned to you until the meter has been serviced and
tested for a new customer. A charge will be assessed for any damages and deducted from the
initial deposit. This testing/serving period is estimated to be 2 months.

TEMPORARY PERMIT FOR PURCHASE OF CONSTRUCTION WATER

I hereby request that I be granted a temporary permit to purchase construction water from the City of Milpitas Water Department.

2. T agree to meter all water through the meter assigned to me or if no meter is available for assignment, I agree to keep adequate records, to the
satisfaction of the Water Department, of all water taken from the Milpitas Water Distribution System.

3. T agree to take all water from the location as designated on this permit.

4. Tagree to abide by all rules and regulations of the City of Milpitas Water Department and to pay a monthly meter charge of § for each
full or partial calendar month the meter is used, and to pay for all water used at the commercial rate in effect at the time ($ per hundred cubic
foot). In the event that I fail to keep satisfactory records, I agree to pay the Water Department on the basis of an estimate made by the Accounting
Officer of the City of Milpitas.

5. Tagree to use only a spanner wrench approved by the City for opening and closing fire hydrant valves and I understand that the use of any other tool for
this purpose will render this permit void.

6. I agree to open and close fire hydrant valves slowly to avoid causing a surge, turbulence and water hammer impacts in the water main.

7. Tagree to place a deposit of $2,000 for the loan of the meter. I agree to forfeit part or all of the deposit to pay for any damage to the meter during the

term of this agreement, and to forfeit the deposit in full if the meter is not returned on or before the expiration date.

I understand that one six-month extension to this agreement may be granted. This permit shall not exceed one year from date of initial issuance.

9. T understand that the deposit, less the water use and meter charges, will be returned upon return of the meter in satisfactory and working condition. No
interest shall be paid on the deposited amount. Should water charges exceed the deposit amount, I agree to pay the additional charges upon demand.

10. T agree, when connecting to the City potable water system, to protect the public water supply from backflow by providing 1) an air gap if the water is
piped directly to a truck or; 2) a reduced pressure principle backflow prevention device in all other situations.

11. Tagree to limit the use of potable water construction meters to potable water line connections, and recycled construction meters to recycled water line
connections.

12. Potable construction water meter and Recycled construction water meter are not interchangeable, see below regarding requirements and noncompliance.

I understand that a copy of this permit must be kept on hand at all times by the person taking water and must be available to
show as evidence to any authorized representative of the City of Milpitas that a permit has been obtained.

TERMS OF USE

CHECK | THIS USER AGREEMENT LIMITS THE USE OF RECYCLED WATER TO THE FOLLOWING CONDITIONS:
1. FOR NONPOTABLE USES ONLY - NO DRINKING

Recycled water shall not be exposed to food or used within designated eating areas.

Recycled water shall not be discharged to storm drains.

Recycled water is not allowed within 50 feet of any domestic well.

There shall be no cross-connection between recycled water and any potable water supply.

Recycled water shall not be plumbed into potable landscape systems or any onsite plumbing.

Recycled water meters shall be routinely inspected by the local agency for appropriate use.

Recycled water meters will be prohibited from connecting to any potable hydrant and shall be labeled, “not
for use on potable hydrants”.
9. Overspray, pooling and runoff of recycled water shall not be permitted.

10. Tanker-trucks must have appropriate equipment to maintain an air gap of at least twice the diameter of the
supply hose, such that water overflows the tank before reaching the fill pipe.
11. Tanker-trucks must have water-tight fittings to ensure no leakage will occur.

12. All piping and hoses used with tanker-trucks must be fully drained before transport and prior to every
connection.
13. Recycled water tanker-trucks must not transport potable water for potable uses.

14. All recycled water use areas must be approved by the local water retailer and SBWR.

15. All tanker-trucks accessing and hauling recycled water must satisfy local and state safety requirements and
will carry a certificate of commercial auto/truck/trailer liability insurance.
16. The volume of recycled water used must be reported as specified by the local recycled water retailer.

SPECIAL APPROVAL, TRAINING, AND SITE INSPECTION REQUIRED
17. If recycled water is transferred to other storage containers, the container/reservoir shall be labeled with
signage equivalent to tanker-truck signage and shall follow the safety guidelines in this User Agreement.
18. The general public shall not be exposed to overspray when recycled water is used (pressure washing, etc.)

19. Recycled water may be used for washing equipment and vehicles if the recycled water is not heated and

where the general public is excluded from the washing process.
ADVISORY SIGNS

1. Tanker-Truck Sign: Tanker-trucks hauling recycled water must have an SBWR approved adhesive sign issued
by retailer at least six (6) inches by twelve (12) inches on the tank, in a location clearly visible to users and
workers, with the following wording in one (1) inch, or larger, letters on a purple background.

2. Tanker-Truck Inspection Decal: Tanker-trucks hauling recycled water must have an SBWR approved

Supervisor Training and Sign User Agreement, provided by SBWR at no charge.
O 2. When an RWAP is in use, there must be a minimum of two (2) SBWR trained employees onsite.

3. Inthe event of a break or unpermitted discharge: A) Shut off recycled water immediately. B) Contractor

4. Best Management Practices shall be used to protect storm drain inlets to ensure that no recycled water

discharges into a storm drain. In the event of a spill, recycled water may be discharged into a sanitary sewer

or dispatched to an open field.

5. Contractor must adhere to the SBWR Rules and Regulations and the SBWR Recycled Water Access Point

Engineering Report.

6. The access to recycled water must be protected and secured from unauthorized access during non-

construction hours. Contractor must submit procedures for ensuring that no unauthorized access occurs.

Contractor shall coordinate with an SBWR Inspector to ensure proper public safety measures are in place

during and after the RWAP installation.

8. Sites must be inaccessible to public.

Recycled water can only be used for construction purposes, per Title 22 approved uses.

10. Contractor is responsible for the payment for the installation and removal of temporary standpipes and
shall include (but not limited to): all tools, equipment, materials, fittings, valves, pipes, protective guard
posts, labor, saw-cutting, excavation, pot-holing, temporary trenches, removal and proper disposal of all
materials, backfilling with required materials, restoration of any curb, gutters, sidewalk, driveways, or
streets, landscape restoration and any incidentals necessary to install and remove standpipes.

11. Contractor shall follow the SBWR Temporary Recycled Water Construction Meter Detail.

12. Contractor must report recycled water meter reads to SBWR by the 10" of each month.

13. Recycled water tanker-trucks must not transport potable water for potable uses.
