   2.  Adding Winsor Tower as an Officially Designated Cultural Resource   
        (Chairperson Steve Munzel) 
 

The Commission discussed the Winsor tank house’s history, current location and a 
Commission recommendation of addition to the Milpitas Cultural Resources Registry. 
 
Supervisor Chew clarified that to hold a Public Hearing, an ad must be placed in the 
Milpitas Post at least 10 days prior to the proposed meeting date.  The Public Hearing in 
regards to the Winsor Tank House must be reagendized to the March PRCRC meeting. 

 
3. Review Historic Resources Master Plan (Chairperson Steve Munzel) 

  
Chairperson Munzel requested hard copies of the Master Plan for each of the PRCRC 
commissioners so that the commission can review over the course of the year and make 
any changes and/or additions/deletions as needed.  Chairperson Munzel will determine 
the breakdown of the sections.

1. City Council 



Councilmember Polanski reported that City Hall will be closed on Friday, 
February 12, 2010, for Lincoln’s Birthday and Monday, February 15, 2010,  
for President’s Day.  She also commented that she recently toured the new 
Senior Center and that the project is on schedule and under budget.  
Councilmember Polanski also reported that the Mayor will be presenting the 
Finance Department with the Government Finance Officers Association 
Distinguished Budget Presentation Award for the Fiscal Year 2009-10.  She 
also mentioned that the Milpitas Unified School District will be going forward 
with a parcel tax in June and Vice Mayor McHugh has submitted a resolution 
of support.  Councilmember Polanski also reported that the Mayor has 
appointed the commissioners to the new Veterans Commission.  She also 
stated that ordinance 280 will be on the Tuesday, February 5, 2010, City 
Council Agenda for approval. 
 

2. Community Advisor Commission 
Commissioner Ku reported that MCTV, channel 26, will be doing public 
outreach.  He also mentioned that the commission is looking into the 
following activities: adopt-a-block, graffiti removal, liter pick-up and 
beautification.   

 
 

3. Senior Advisory Commission 
Commissioner Krommenhock reported that the commission elected their new 
officers and adjusted their 2010 work plan.  She also reported that they will be 
assisting in the Grand Opening of the new Senior Center.  The commission is 
also holding a Sock Hop on Friday, February 5, 2010. at the current Senior 
Center. 
 

4. Planning Commission 
Commissioner Mathur reported that they are currently working on some 
conditional permits. 
 

5. Youth Advisory Commission 
Commissioner Cacao reported that the YAC has finalized details for the 
upcoming Milpitas’ Got Talent event which will be held on May 15, 2010, at 
7pm at the Milpitas Community Center.  He also reported that the YAC has 
formed a subcommittee for the Teen Service Day.  The YAC is also 
partnering with the Milpitas Police Department to address Teen Binge 
Drinking and the implementation of the program, “Every 15 Minutes.”  
Commissioner Cacao also reported that the YAC is working on fundraising 
ideas to benefit the Milpitas Unified School District. 
 

6. Milpitas Historical Society 
Chairperson Munzel reported that the Historical Society will be hosting their 
30th Anniversary luncheon in March. 
 

7. Arts Commission 
Commissioner Matau reported that the commission has approved 3 artists for 
the Phantom Art Gallery.  One of the artists was featured in the US Today 
magazine.  She also stated that the commission is working closely with the 
Great Mall to attract new artists to the Phantom Art Gallery site in the Great
