Participant Eligibility  
Veteran Family: Veteran who is a          

single person, or Family in which the 

head of household, or the spouse of the 

head of household, is a Veteran. 

Very Low-Income: <50% area median 

income. 

Must meet the “if not for assistance” 

clause. 

 

Status Requirements: 

 

Category 1: Currently residing in          

permanent housing and is at-risk of             

becoming homeless. 

Category 2: Currently homeless, 

scheduled to become resident of               

permanent housing within 90 days. 

Category 3: Exited permanent housing 

to seek housing more responsive to 

needs.
