IV. Seating of Alternates -  Liliana Ramos was seated. 
 
V. Approval of Agenda.  Chair Weisgerber requested items IX. And XI, be heard first.  

Commissioner Arbaugh moved, and Commissioner Grundstrom seconded, approval of the 
Agenda as amended.  The motion carried unanimously. 

 
VI. Approval of Minutes – Minutes of October 5, 2011- Commissioner Arbaugh moved, and 

Commissioner Ramos seconded, approval of the minutes as submitted.  The motion carried 
unanimously.  

 
VII. Public Forum – There were no speakers. 
 
VIII. Update of Veteran Resident Registration Forms Commissioner Arbaugh reported 66 

applications have been received to date with 12 new applications.  The commission discussed 
their efforts to get word out to Milpitas veterans at the Veterans Day Ceremony on November 
11. 

 
IX. Handicap Parking for Disabled Veterans - The commission discussed the need for 

handicapped parking in front of disabled veterans’ homes as well as other disabled residents.  
Commissioner Abraugh moved, and Commissioner Hinshaw seconded, to send a letter to 
Council requesting curb handicapped parking for the disabled.  The motion carried 
unanimously. 
 

X. Discussion of Survey – Three hard copies have been received so far.  The commission 
suggested the survey be emailed to the 66 registered Milpitas veterans. 

 
XI. World Trade Steel Discussion – Chair Weisgerber reported he spoke to the Fire Chief.  He 

suggested sending a letter to Council asking for approval to apply for a piece of the World 
Trade Center steel.  Councilmember Giordano said this did not need Council approval and the 
commission should go ahead and apply.  Commissioner Ebright moved, and Commissioner 
Ramos seconded, to send a letter to apply for World trade Center Steel for veterans and all first 
responders.  The motion carried unanimously. 

 
XII. Discussion of Veteran of the Year Award – Chair Weisgerber reported he is seeking 

examples of applications from other organizations.  He stated part the requirements must 
included community service for residents of the City.  The commission agreed they would like
