After the Bell (ATB) is an after school program offered 
to students in grades 1-6 at Burnett, Curtner, Pomeroy, 
Spangler, Weller, Zanker, and Mattos Elementary Schools 
from school dismissal until 6:00 p.m., including minimum 
days.

ATB is a youth enrichment program where specially 
trained and energetic staff stimulate the childrens’ minds 
through fun and exciting learning activities. Children will 
receive homework help, participate in teambuilding games 
and creative activities, and experience new recreational 
opportunities.

Sample Daily Schedule

Please note, exact times may vary by site, but all sites
follow this structure.

THINGS TO KNOW 
•	 Program hours are Monday-Friday, from school dismissal until 6:00 p.m. 

everyday (including minimum days) school is in session (non-program 
days are listed to the right). 

•	 A late fee of $10 is charged when students are not picked up by 6:01 p.m. 
and every 10 minutes thereafter. If students are not picked up by 6:30 
p.m., the student is considered possibly abandoned and the Milpitas 
Police Department is contacted. Late fees must be paid within three (3) 
business days of receiving the late fee notice. Otherwise your child will 
not be allowed to return to the program. Students picked up late four (4) 
times in one month will be subject to a one (1) week suspension from the 
program.

•	 Students are only released to adults who are listed on the student’s 
“Authorized Pick Up” list and can provide valid photo ID.

•	 The After the Bell program participates in the Harvest of the Month 
program, including different fruits and vegetables as a snack. Please 
notify the staff of any food allergies your child may have.

PROGRAM FEES 

The After the Bell program fees are calculated at $10 per day. 
Families have the option of paying on a quarterly payment plan, 
or paying for the program in full at the time of registration.

All families registered for the After the Bell payment plan will 
be required to have a valid credit card on file. Families may 
pay in-person prior to the payment due date or have our 
staff automatically charge the credit card on file the day after 
payment is due. If the payment is not made in person by the 
deadline, then on the following business day, staff will charge the 
credit card on file for the balance due and transaction fee. 
All transactions will incur a $5 City of Milpitas processing fee. 
Payments made online by the customer are subject to an 
additional 7% transaction fee, charged by the third party vendor.

All payments must be received, in-full, on or before the 
deadlines listed to the right. Should a payment not be received 
by the deadlines listed to the right, your spot will be forfeited 
to the next person on the waiting list for the entire school year. 
There will be no grace period for late payments! Please make 
sure all credit cards on file are valid and current.

•	 Registration will be available online on the week of May 18, 2020 at 

8:00p.m.
•	 We highly recommend online registration. All registration is first-

come, first serve. Spaces are not saved for online or in-person 
registration.

•	 Registration is on a first come, first served.
•	 Registration/Payments will not be accepted at the schools/program 

sites. Please register and make payment at the Milpitas Sports 
Center (1325 E. Calaveras Blvd.)

•	 An additional non-resident fee of $20.00 for non-Milpitas residents 
(per registered child) is due with the first payment. For Milpitas 
residents please be prepared to show TWO proofs of residency.
